GROUP DINNER & CRUISE THE FAMOUS SAN ANTONIO RIVER WALK  
(6:00pm-9:00pm) or lunch (11:30am-2:20pm) 

     Your evening begins with an authentic Mexican Dinner in a beautiful location, sit amongst the colorful 
umbrellas, and enjoy the serenity and romance of the San Antonio River Walk.  This picturesque setting is an 
ideal location to catch up with your friends.  After dinner you will board your exciting riverboat cruise.  You 
will be amazed at the dazzling lights that make the River Walk not just famous but fabulous at night.

SAN ANTONIO SIGHTSEEING & ALAMO TOUR  

(9:00am -2:00pm)

RANDOLPH AIR FORCE BASE TOUR & LUNCH 

 (9:00am-3:00pm) 
     Randolph Air Force Base is known as the "Showplace of the Air Force" and is the home of various Air 
Force activities including the 12th Flying Training Wing; the only unit in the Air Force conducting both 
pilot instructor training and combat systems officer training.  Your tour will provide a wonderful 
overview of the Base; highlights include a “windshield tour” of the base, a visit the Aerospace Physiology 
area, and one of the flying units.  A visit to the Static Aircraft display will be subject to availability at the 
time of the tour.  Your tour will end with a special lunch in the Officer’s club on base (included in the 
price of the tour), and a Memorial Service at the Chapel.  This is going to be a great tour of the
